4. First-Aid Measures 

General advice:

Never induce vomiting or give anything by mouth if the victim is unconscious or having convulsions. Do not 
induce vomiting. Have person sip a glass of water if able to swallow.

Antidote: No known specific antidote.

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6. Accidental release measures 

Personal precautions:

Extinguish sources of ignition nearby and downwind. Ensure adequate ventilation. Wear suitable personal 
protective clothing and equipment.  
 
Environmental precautions: 
Do not discharge into the subsoil/soil. Do not discharge into drains/surface waters/groundwater. Contain 
contaminated water/firefighting water.  
 
Cleanup: 
Dike spillage. Pick up with suitable absorbent material. Place into suitable containers for reuse or disposal in a 
licensed facility. Spilled substance/product should be recovered and applied according to label rates whenever 
possible. If application of spilled substance/product is not possible, then spills should be contained, solidified, 
and placed in suitable containers for disposal. After decontamination, spill area can be washed with water. 
Collect wash water for approved disposal.  
 

 

7. Handling and Storage 

Handling 

General advice:

Once container is 
opened, content should be used as soon as possible. Avoid aerosol formation. Avoid dust formation. Provide 
means for controlling leaks and spills. Do not return residues to the storage containers. Follow label warnings 
even after container is emptied. The substance/ product may be handled only by appropriately trained 
personnel. Avoid all direct contact with the substance/product. Avoid contact with the skin, eyes and clothing.

Protection against fire and explosion:

Storage
